· KLIMA REVITA - Integration of urban revitalization plans to climate policy
The overall objective of the project is to combine urban renewal plans with climate policy in order to crate synergy leading to reducing and avoiding GHG emissions, as well as introducing adaptation measures.  
Main project actions include development and implementation of two tools which help to combine urban renewal with climate policy. The tools include a system assessing the potential for climate friendly urban renewal and an expert system supporting decision-making in the process of developing climate friendly urban renewal plans. Preparation and popularization of a set of climate oriented urban renewal solutions in the following areas: energy, transport, green buildings, spatial planning including green space, green procurement. 
Estimated project duration: 36 months

Estimated costs: approx. 2 million Euro for the whole project (with a co-financing rate: 75% or 85%), approx. 650.000 Euro per partner for whole cooperation period.
Partnership: from 5 to 8 partner institutions from different countries in Baltic Sea region or Central-Eastern Europe region. 2 Polish institutions are involved. Besides FIO: The Polish National Energy Conservation Agency.

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· Context of the project, main aim and objectives.
	Revitalization of the cities or parts thereof creates opportunities to reduce emission of greenhouse gas or avoid them. It is also a matter of the opportunities for adaptation of the city to the climate change. But the question is these opportunities are fully recognized and utilized? Today the problem of energy savings is solved in a time consuming and costly manner, through various analysis and studies on revitalization opportunities and concepts. Often climate issues are missing in those studies or are not taken into consideration in a way to maximize the environmental output.
